Hosting an EOSSAA Championship
1. Go to www.eossaa.ca and scroll down to Host an EOSSAA Championship. Click where it says to make a bid for the sport of your choice. This should normally be done before the end of March in the school year prior to the year in which you want to host.

2. After the spring Board of Directors Meeting you will be able to find out if you won the bid to host. The convenors for the upcoming year will all be posted on the EOSSAA website.

3. Again go to www.eossaa.ca and look to the left and click on the convenor’s area.

4. Here you will find all the documents necessary to host a championship such as the

· Convenor’s Manual

· Convenor Protocol

· Preliminary Budget Form

· Championship Report Form

· Online Forms: Submit championship budget,  Submit championship results

5. It is important that you are familiar with this material. The convenors manual at www.eossaa.ca will walk you through all the steps starting two months prior to the championship to the day of the championship and finishing with the things that you should do after the championship.
6. The optional things listed in the convenors manual really do add to your championship and make it a special event. Many students will never get any further than an EOSSAA championship so it is nice to make it special. Things like a program, music and a microphone to introduce the teams etc are just a few of the ‘extras’ you can add. Often businesses will donate various items so you can make player packages or have draws to include those viewing.

7. As convenor you should be familiar with the playing regulations for your sport. They can be found by again going to the front page of www.eossaa.ca and looking to the left, finding your sport and clicking on it. You will find the playing regulations there. They will help you find your draw, find ‘wildcard teams’ if necessary etc.
